There will be 99 House of Representative slots to be filled and about 33 Senate seats to be voted on in 2004.  You need to study the candidates from your district and vote intelligently on November 2nd.


2004 will be full of news and ads about candidates wanting your vote including even candidates for the President of the United States.  Become politically savvy now because November 2nd is just 8 months away.

ONA endorsement is based on the candidates’ potential for winning the election, active support for nursing issues, requests for input from ONA on healthcare legislation, and whether the candidate is a nurse and/or member of ONA.
