· Born August 4, 1941 in Lucasville, OH, one of 9 children

· Son of a steelworker

· Received a Bachelors Degree in History and a Master of Divinity at the Asbury Theological Seminary, and a doctoral degree in Counseling Psychology at the University of Kentucky.

· Has served as a minister, psychologist, a college professor, and an administrator at a Methodist children’s home

· Elected to Congress in 1992, narrowly lost his congressional seat in 1994, and was again elected to the 6th Congressional District in 1996

· Is known for being a principled Democrat who unites folks from both parties

· He believes that government is at its best when it’s “guided by the heart and a good dose of common sense”

· When serving as a Congressman, a plaque in his office read, “And what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God?”  Micah 6:8

· As a congressman, he helped author the Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP) that provides health insurance to millions of children of working parents

· A quote from Governor Strickland, “Our challenge is to move into this next century fueled by the gifts our history has given us.”

· Married to Frances Smith Strickland, who is often seen with a guitar leading a crowd in a sing-along
